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The article summarizes contemporary international research on the
impact of financial performance and intangible resources on corporate
social responsibility (CSR) of enterprises. It analyzes findings from two
empirical studies covering multinational samples and publicly listed
companies. The results indicate that financial capacity does not
consistently determine CSR engagement, while firm size and intellectual
capital exert a positive influence. The study emphasizes the importance of
institutional environment, stakeholder expectations, and integration of
international ESG standards into business models. Practical
recommendations are provided for developing CSR policies and
promoting socially responsible practices in business.
